» Edge protection: platforms
should have edge protection
to prevent objects falling from
them.

« Use proper devices to liftloose
items or to store loose items
at height (e.g. use cradles,
toolboxes, etc.) this can include
installation of nets and mesh.

» Head protection to be worn by
all on site.

» Working at Heights: use
lanyards to secure tools and
equipment.
